Other Edgefest acts include Buckcherry, 
whose hit single “Crazy Bitch” is about 
as self-explanatory as a pop song gets;

book Romance; seasoned alt-rockers An-
berlin; the Subways, whose popularity in 
Britain is a harbinger for success in the 
States, and who boast a refreshing rarity 
for this testosterone-driven lineup—a fe-
male bass player; Toronto-based Christian 
rap/rockers Thousand Foot Krutch; LA’s 
angsty Halifax, whose exposure has been 
primarily attributed to relentless touring 

and the previously mentioned Internet ac-
cessibility; Rock Kills Kid, with its tortured
